REFLEXION SEMANAL

Hearts Set Ablaze

In today’s first reading from Acts, we
see Peter boldly proclaiming that Jesus, though
crucified, has been raised and exalted by God.
This truth is not hidden, but rather, is meant to
be witnessed and shared. In the second reading,
we are reminded that our lives are not our own;
we have been ransomed by the precious blood of
Christ, called to live with reverence and hope
because of what God has done through Him.

That hope comes alive in the Gospel of
Luke, where the disciples on the road to
Emmaus encounter the risen Jesus without
recognizing Him at first. It is only when He
breaks the bread that their eyes are opened, and
they realize their hearts had been burning within
them all along.

Together, these readings invite us to
recognize Christ not only in extraordinary
moments, but in the quiet unfolding of Scripture
and the breaking of bread. Like the disciples, we
are called to move from confusion to conviction,
from doubt to witness. When we truly encounter
the risen Lord, our hearts are set ablaze, and we
cannot help but share the good news.

Cuando encontramos
verdaderamente al Seflor resucitado, nuestros
corazones se encienden y no podemos dejar de
anunciar la Buena Nueva.
