WEEKLY REFLECTION REFLEXION SEMANAL

The New Paschal Lamb El nuevo cordero pascual

Central to Jewish life was the Feast of Passover,
which commemorated God’s deliverance of Israel
from slavery in Egypt. At the first Passover, the
people sacrificed an unblemished lamb, marked
their doorposts with its blood, and were spared from
death. This saving act became a lasting sign of
God’s power and covenantal faithfulness. Over
time, the image of the sacrificial lamb was deeply
woven into Jewish worship, reinforced by daily
temple sacrifices and the prophecy of the Suffering
Servant in Isaiah, described as “a lamb led to the
slaughter.”

Against this rich background, John the Baptist’s
words take on profound meaning when he points to
Jesus and declares, “Behold, the Lamb of God, who
takes away the sin of the world.” For John’s
disciples, who saw him as a prophet preparing the
way for the Messiah, this proclamation must have
stirred excitement, wonder, and hope.

That same invitation is extended to us today. As we
enter Ordinary Time, we are called to approach
Jesus’ public ministry with renewed anticipation.
Reflect on John’s proclamation and allow Christ,
the true Lamb, to work anew in your life, taking
away sin and drawing you deeper into His love.

En la primera
Pascua, el pueblo sacrifico un cordero inmaculado,
marcé los marcos de sus puertas con su sangre y fue
perdonado de la muerte. Este acto salvador se
convirtié en una sefial duradera del poder y la fidelidad
de la alianza de Dios. Con el tiempo, la imagen del
cordero sacrificado se entrelazd profundamente en la
adoracion judia, reforzada por sacrificios diarios en el
templo y la profecia del Siervo Sufriente en Isaias,
descrito como "un cordero llevado al matadero."

En este rico trasfondo, las palabras de Juan el Bautista
adquieren un profundo significado cuando sefiala a
Jesus y declara: «He aqui, el Cordero de Dios, que
quita el pecado del mundoy». Para los discipulos de
Juan, que lo veian como un profeta preparando el
camino para el Mesias, esta proclamacion debi6 haber
despertado entusiasmo, asombro y esperanza.

Esa misma invitacion nos estd dirigida hoy. Al entrar
en el Tiempo Ordinario, estamos Ilamados a
acercarnos al ministerio publico de Jesus con renovada
anticipacion. Reflexiona sobre la proclamacion de
Juan y permite que Cristo, el verdadero Cordero, opere
de nuevo en tu vida, quitando el pecado y acercandote
mas profundamente a Su amor.
